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The Da Vinci Code is a prime example of the postmodern way of thinking mixing just a little objective with the subjective [blurring the lines] while distorting the truth and reality. Pluralism, relativism, and a denial of absolutes marks postmodern thinking. Postmoderns say that there is only truth for “you” and “me”. [It may not be true, but if it is true to me, then it is true... OR…. I know what I believe, don’t confuse me with the facts]. Truth is viewed as evolving. We are made to think that what we believe today, with enough research and science, we may discover later that it may not have been true after all. Truth is constantly changing, we are told.  Why is this wrong?  Why is this dangerous?


The book is fiction [a novel] but Dan Brown, the author, claims it is based on truth. Fiction is not true. Fiction is not reality. Brown claims the research is impeccable and presents the “truth” in an altogether new way. The result of the new way of a novel is to claim that it is factual without solid evidence. On the inside cover we find statements like, “A mind-bending code hidden in the works of Leonardo Da Vinci,” and “An astonishing truth concealed for centuries...unveiled at last.”  Are these facts unveiled or what?


Truth is true and it never changes. This is why Frances Schaeffer coined the words, “true truth, “ so his readers would understand his position on truth. To say there are no absolutes is to provide one absolute at least. If there is one, there could be the possibility of more than one. The Bible is full of absolutes and truth. It is not fiction. It is God’s Word, and it ought to be THE BOOK of Christians around the world. 

Some False Claims in the Da Vinci Code

1. Jesus is not God

2. Jesus was married to Mary Magdalene and had a child named Sarah

3. There is a secret bloodline of Jesus and Mary

4. The Four Gospels are not reliable and were late in being accepted into the Canon

5. Leonardo da Vinci’s painting, The Last Supper, features Mary Magdalene, not the Apostle John, at Jesus’ right hand. Brown claims this proves that Jesus was married to Mary Magdalene

6. Christianity suppressed the sacred feminine and allowed the Apostle Peter to 

     be 
elevated instead of Mary Magdalene

7. The Priory of Sion, a medieval organization, guarded the secret of Jesus’ 

     marriage to Mary Magdalene. 

8. The Holy Grail is not a chalice, but the womb of the woman who bore Christ’s 

      daughter


Someone asked Brown if he was a Christian. This is his answer. “Yes. Interestingly, if you ask three people what it means to be Christian, you will get three different answers. Some feel being baptized is sufficient. Others feel you must accept the Bible as absolute historical fact. Still others require a belief that all those who do not accept Christ as their personal savior are doomed to hell. Faith is a continuum, and we each fall on that line where we may. By attempting to rigidly classify ethereal concepts like faith, we end up debating semantics to the point where we entirely miss the obvious….that is, that we are all trying to decipher life’s big mysteries, and we’re each following our own paths of enlightenment. I consider myself a student of many religions. The more I learn, the more questions I have. For me, the spiritual quest will be a life-long work in progress.”



This statement epitomizes the postmodern mind. There are not different faiths. There is only one faith. There is only one way to be saved and that is through Jesus Christ the Lord. There is no other savior, and no other way to heaven or God. It is amazing Dan Brown’s book has got as much mileage out of all these lies in the first place. Why would a work of fiction make such false claims?  Today, for one, Dan Brown is a very wealthy man, and he plans to write a sequel. TIME magazine named Dan Brown one of the World’s 100 most influential people. It is the work of Satan. Laurie Goodstein writes in a New York Times piece, “there is evidence that Mr. Brown’s novel may be shaping the beliefs of a generation that is famously biblically illiterate.”  One of the great problems with this book is that it will affect those on the fringe or edge, and those who are weak in the faith. If you don’t know what you believe and where you stand, you will likely fall for most anything. 


Christianity, that is, true Christianity, is not afraid of history or true science. The Christian faith will stand even in the midst of the closest of scrutiny. God’s Word is not afraid of the microscope or the telescope. Christians today need to hear the urgent call to become people of THE BOOK again. Truth is never afraid of lies. Truth is never afraid of distorted falsehoods. Truth will forever stand! 


The Church shall suffer for the lack of faithfully teaching the Word of God. We have promoted entertainment and fun to the point that people no longer have a real heart for the Word of God, and as a result, we are now experiencing a generation of biblically illiterate “Christians.”  In some Christian circles, Bible study is at an all time low. One of the outcomes of a lack of discernment is deception. Many “Christians” no longer know what to believe. Postmoderns have little stomach for the absolute truths of the Word of God. Luxury loving, sensuality, and indolence are rapidly becoming a part of what the church is about. Meism reigns. Discipline, labor, commitment, devotion, suffering, etc. are no longer acceptable for some. We do not have to wait for the lukewarm, half-hearted church to appear. It does not loom in the distance. It is here, and it will be here until the Lord Jesus Christ comes. This is the message of Revelation 3. Christ is unmistakably clear about this. 

THE BOTTOM LINE

There is No Da Vinci Code! At the very heart of Dan Brown’s book are lies. The claim is patently false. There is no code and there is no conspiracy to cover up the evidence of Jesus’ marriage with Mary Magdalene. Mysteries, secrets, enigmas, and conspiracies sell books. The book is no doubt a trick of Satan. The spirit of the age is not the Spirit of God! The devil laughs at being able to give minimum effort for maximum effect. This book of fiction, a novel, is causing a worldwide stir. It is a book of evil ideas. And in its wake, many will be confused, and some will believe the claims and the lies, and shall be lost in eternity as a result of it. Poison marked as sugar water will kill you. It is such a pity! 

THE PASTOR’S COUNSEL

It is clear that we should be a people of ONE BOOK. If we know the make up of a twenty dollar bill, and know it completely and thoroughly, when we see a counterfeit $20 bill, we will easily recognize it. Let us read the Bible. Let us study God’s Word and master its content so it can master our thoughts and lives. Please, by all means, let the Word of God be your lifelong companion, and know it, love it, and live by it every day until Jesus returns!


To stand on the Word is to stand on a solid rock of truth. To stand on the Word of God is to stand on an impregnable fortress, mighty enough to withstand all of the satanic forces against it. Heaven and earth may pass away, but God’s Word will stand forever! 


Christ promises great rewards for the overcomers in the Laodicean Church. Against the evils of pride, pluralism, and materialism, etc., God can remain the Lord of our lives.   Even so come, Lord Jesus.
